Option A: Creative Visual Presentation

Guidelines

The purpose of your presentation is to present to your classmates your best understanding of: 

· how you’ve come to be who you now are (past influences and inspirations), 

· what you now stand for (your creed values and/or purpose), 

· the qualities in yourself you want to develop to live by your creed values over the next 5-10 years, 

· how you see yourself in ten years--as an individual and as a citizen--making a difference in the world.
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Approximate Presentation Sequence:

· Introduce self

· Share quotation or question

· Present key influences (from II: Short List)

· Present creed values (IV: What I Stand For)

· Present qualities to develop in ten years

· Present two potential ways to help others:

· as an individual
· as a citizen
Envision a different plan? Sequence to taste! 

Grading Criteria Include (See Evaluation Sheet):
· Overall length: 5-10 min.

· At least half of presentation face-to-face

· How effectively and fully you address the four elements (above right diagram) 

· How clearly you articulate your creed itself

· How you use presenting skills to convey what you stand for and why. See Rubric.
· How genuinely, sincerely and expressively  you come across. Originality and creativity.
